By engaging people in discussion about their values and experiences, their community’s needs and opportunities, and their priorities on a given issue, we can shape campaigns that are grounded in local needs and serve people first. Well facilitated and organized community dialogues, hosted early in a campaign, are a way to set up a team to practice the Sierra Club Jemez Principles in work and relationships.
