Mayor Settembrino and Middletown Committee

We ask for your support to:

1. Issue a Mayoral pledge to move to a clean energy future, and pass a Resolution to move electricity to 100% renewable electrical energy by 2030, and net-zero greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions in all sectors by 2050.
2. Follow through on resolution by asking your Green Team to adopt all “Energy Actions” under SustainableJersey.com.  Initial steps to increase efficiency and transition to clean energy:

· “Energy efficiency for Municipal Facilities” 

· “Residential Energy Efficiency Outreach”

· “Commercial Energy Efficiency Outreach”

· Create a 100% “Renewable Government Energy Aggregation” for municipal buildings, residences, and businesses

3. Create a plan to move the municipality’s fleet of trucks and vehicles to zero emission vehicles. (See Oct 12 letter to Mayor Settembrino, Ted Maloney, and Tony Mercantante). Cut transportation fossil fuel use by switching to 50% renewable energy by 2030 and 100% renewable (net-zero GHG emissions) by 2050.

4. (Re)apply for VW settlement DEP grant for zero emission vehicles, combined with innovative public charging stations (for use by both municipal truck/light duty vehicles and public vehicles, and tie into Community Development projects).

5. Mandate sustainable building codes.

6. Adopt “Green Building and Environmental Sustainability Element” in Master Plan.

7. Update Energy Master Plan to be consistent with the forthcoming  NJ 2019  Energy Master Plan

8. (If not already comprehensively done): Identify vulnerability to flooding impacts and ways to improve overall resiliency.

This set of ASKS Is attached to your letters to Governor Murphy, Senator Declan J. O’Scanlon  , and your state assembly reps Serena DiMaso and Amy H. Handlin
We ask for your support to:

1. Disallow any new fossil fuel infrastructure, such as generating plants and gas pipelines.

2. Develop onshore solar energy farms.

3. Codify renewable energy Executive Order #28 with legislation or within Energy Master Plan.

4. Legislate “net zero” carbon emissions in all sectors by 2050.

5. For the Transportation sector:  Provide incentives, such as California’s Low Carbon Fuel Standard, to create point-of-purchase electric vehicle (EV) incentives.  Provide European-style “Feebates” to reward energy-efficient vehicles with rebates, and impose a fee on “gas guzzlers.”

6. Develop a state electric vehicle recharging grid.

7. Provide additional financial incentives for green home improvement that increase building efficiencies and solar panel installations.

This set of ASKS is attached to your letters to US Sen Robert Menendez, Sen Cory Booker, and your US Rep
           Frank Pallone (if you live in District 6 – Bayshore area), or Rep Chris Smith, (if you live in District 4)

We ask for your support to:

1. Create highly effective climate change committee structures in the House.
2. Bring HR3671 to the floor: “Off Fossil Fuels for a Better Future”.  This bill includes the following 2035 goals: 100% renewable electricity; 100% of new vehicles are zero-emission; 100% electrification of train lines/engines.

3. Support the Paris Agreement.

4. Introduce companion bipartisan carbon pricing bills in House and Senate.

5. Confirm by the Senate an EPA administrator who will protect the environment.
